This letter is from Nancy Holtz, a friend of Rose 

Kendrick, member of Reformation. 
 It is a thrilling testimony to the  

healing power of prayer. 
     Six years ago, I met Rose on a cruise.  She and her         
husband John were my table mates.   The minute she sat 
down, I felt a little flutter in my spirit and knew I needed to 
get to know her.  We have grown to be very close and dear 
sisters in Christ.  I’m very grateful for that.   
     In 2005, Rose brought me to the Women of Faith         
conference at a very difficult time in my life.  She also        
introduced me to Pastor Brad.  The moment I met him, I felt 
he was a godly man.  I was very impressed with his                      
welcoming spirit and his preaching ability.  Since my first visit 
to your church, I have used Pastor Brad’s sermons many 
times.  I call Rose on Sunday evenings to find out what      
Pastor Brad’s sermon was about.  I share his words with   
people here in Wisconsin as they are always encouraging. 
     In June of this year, I was diagnosed with 4 nodules on my 
thyroid.  An appointment was set up with an endocrinologist 
for a biopsy as soon as I returned from my July vacation in 
Virginia.  This vacation has become an annual tradition for 
me, one that I really look forward to for spiritual                        
nourishment and loving friendship.     
     Each year, John and Rose plan special sightseeing trips for 
all of us to enjoy.  Since I had never been to the Jersey shore 
or walked the Atlantic City Boardwalk, that was our trip this 
year. One day I was walking on the beach praying about my 
condition.  I saw a nice couple walking towards me and began 
to talk to them.  They were from Canada. 
     I noticed the lady had a scar on her neck. When she saw 
me look at it she shared with me that she had thyroid cancer.  
I told her about my diagnosis and she said she would pray for 
me.  She told me that she felt everything would be fine.  
There were thousands of people on the beach that hot July 
day and God placed this lady in my path to reassure me.  Our 
God is very creative and awesome!    

     At the Women of 
Faith conference this 
year, one of the speak-
ers talked about thyroid 
problems.  She also gave 
me some encouraging 
words and said she 
would pray for me.        
     Sunday came and I 
was looking forward to 
seeing Pastor Brad 
again.  He was standing 
in front of the church 
waving to all the cars as 
they passed by.  He saw 
us pull in the parking 
lot.  He stopped waving 
and ran to greet me.  He 
welcomed me and said he was so happy I came to worship 
today.  If you know the song ‘When God Ran’, that’s what it 
was like for me.  I felt like I received a loving welcome from 
God himself. 
     Later during the week, Rose stopped at church to pick up 
the puppet theatre for John to work on.  Pastor Brad         
happened to be there.  As he helped us carry out the theatre, 
I asked him to pray for healing of my thyroid.  He said, “You 
got it”.  I assumed he would add me to his lengthy prayer list.  
Instead he took me to the altar, centered himself and laid 
hands on the front and back of my neck.  He then anointed 
me with oil. His prayer was powerful and I actually could feel 
a tingling in my throat.  I thanked him and felt at peace about 
the whole situation. 
     When I went to have the biopsy done,  I was nervous and 
I began to pray.  I felt others praying me through this.  I    
became very peaceful.  The doctor told me that two nodules 
were over 1 centimeter and I would definitely need a  biopsy.  
She explained the procedure to me.  First she would do an 
ultra sound to pin point the nodules.  Then she would insert a 
needle and draw some fluid.  It would be checked in the same

      On Aug 16th, the day of The Call DC, Rick Heeren 
flew into Virginia to officially launch Transformation 
Virginia with several meetings and speaking                
engagements. He was already scheduled to speak in 
Ashburn VA from 10-3 on Monday Aug 18 and in       
Fredericksburg VA from 10-3 on Tuesday Aug 19. With 
help from Jesus, Dewey McDonnell was able to arrange 
for Rick to come back to Culpeper on Aug 17 at 7 pm.  

      Rick spoke at Culpeper United Methodist Church in 
Culpeper. What a tremendous blessing! We can't say 
enough good things about Rick. He is the author of 4 
books, including The Elk River Story and Marketplace 
Miracles. Marketplace Miracles has one entire chapter 
dedicated to the impact that Virginia Morton of 
Culpeper and her book Marching Through Culpeper are 
having. 

      Rick is the most anointed person we know for city 
transformation. Ed Silvoso, the most anointed            
person known to disciple entire nations, says Elk River 
Minnesota is the most transformed city in North   

America. Jesus used Rick  to accomplish that. Elk River 
is a "detonator city" for transformation for other      
cities, states, and nations.

     Pastor GW Dameron, a new pastor in Culpeper,       
announced he had been preaching the same message 
Rick gave for the previous three weeks.  G W said that 
in the Spring he was called by God to leave California, 
move to Culpeper, and start a church.  Then, Pastor 
Brad explained his call to Culpeper as very similar.  
     Dewey experienced the same thing in calling a pastor 
in 2003.  Several believers have shared stories of      
visions revealing a huge spiritual revival beginning in 
Culpeper.  Cary Mangus, of Roanoke just shared with us 
that when Henry Blackaby (of Experiencing God fame) 
recently visited Roanoke he shared a message of      
spiritual revival beginning in Virginia.  What an            
incredible time to be living and worshiping in Culpeper!
